This is a commercial product whose exact ratio of components may vary slightly. Minor quantities of other non 
hazardous ingredients are also possible.

Accidental release: This product is sold in small packages, and the accidental release from one of these is not 
usually a cause for concern.

The hydrolysis half-life > 4 weeks. Photolysis half-life is < 10 hours. Water solubility is < 2 mg/L. 
Environmental Toxicology: With LC50 values of > 370 mg/L to 760 µg/L, (S)-methoprene is considered toxic to fish. 
[Note: Acute fish toxicity would not be expected during control programmes as the concentration of methoprene in 
water at any one time is unlikely to exceed 0.002 mg/L.]. (S)-methoprene has low toxicity to birds and is practically 
non-toxic to adult bees, but bee larvae are sensitive.
